
MINUTES FOR JUNE 9, 2011

At 7:30PM, President Maki K4RQZ called the meeting to order, and then proceeded to lead 11 members in the pledge of allegiance. Introductions were then initiated. 
MAY MINUTES: There were no proposed amendments to May’s Minutes, and thus they were deemed approved.
TREASURER’S REPORT: There was no official treasurer’s report as Mike KE4ER was not (initially) present. However, Mike arrived later, stated that the club has $526.36 (checking), $3396.12 (savings, or which $1468.48 is the Doc Hyde Fund) and $100 cash. Two new members paid $40 dues, and one current member paid his dues.
REPEATER: Maki passed along a message from Dick WA4USB that the repeater is working, though all who routinely check into the Tuesday evening net already knew that.
TEST SESSION: There will be a test this Sat at the First Christian Church on King Street in Alexandria. John Forrest’s VE team will also provide testing on Sunday morning at the Manassas Hamfest. The Reflector does not indicate that John is calling for additional VEs, so it is presumed that he has a sufficient number. Some VEs will work both days, while others have elected to work just one.
WEB SITE: Maki posted a few photos on the club web site.
FIELD DAY: The club will have Field Day at Pohick Bay Regional Park on June 25/26. The club has reserved 4 lots, and will pay the additional fee (about $5/lot) so that membership can set up before 12 noon. It is anticipated that members will begin to arrive at the site at about 9:30AM. Carol WA4GFW will attend, work 6M, and will bring his rich-person Honda generator. Thus, the club will be running 100 watt rigs. Many of the members in attendance stated that they will be present. Gary KA2HAN said that he would bring doughnuts for early AM set up. Once again, Debra KG4URO offered to pick up food from a local barbeque establishment, and deliver both it and drinks to the site. Maki will bring a bucket for fluids. It is not anticipated that the club will provide hot coffee, as was done last year. Doug WA3WEP suggested that he might be able to address Sunday morning breakfast. Maki thought that he might stay at the site overnight, and he expected that John WQ4L might do the same. Regarding logging, at the very least the club will employ paper logging. Steve K3IZ suggested that he could forward a logging program to Maki. Last year Bob KT4KS submitted paper logs to the ARRL, but said that he would not submit electronic logging as he did not know how. It appears that there will be 4 or 5 HF rigs at the site. Maki has Steve’s antennas for the event. Bob is responsible for bringing cups, plates, silverware, napkin, paper towels and garbage bags; as he has the huge box of club supplies at his home. Bob will mail out particulars (i.e. directions, time, etc.) about the event through the Reflector. 
COAST GUARD STATION: Frank AA4ZS stated that Maki delivered the recently donated 756 Pro III to the station, and that it need only be connected to an antenna. Frank mentioned that the Kenwood amp is no longer switching, and that the users may fire up the Henry and use the 850 to drive it. The Henry was tested 2 years ago, and found to be fine. At present, there are 2 operating stations at the site. The club will need operators for the Coast Guard Special Event for its 221st birthday, which is to be July 30/31. Frank listed the event on the ARRL Special Event Web site. The A/C at the site is working, so it should be comfortable for all. Anyone interested in participating should contact Keith N6JWN (703-256-3568) to get listed on the admittance list at the gate. (Mail Keith a copy of your car registration, insurance card and driver’s license; and you will be on the list until the earliest of the three expires.)
MANASSAS HAM FEST: Maki is 99% confident that he will set up shop in the tailgating area. He will post the club’s banner, so members are invited to sell anything they might have. John K2VPR, who routinely has set up a table, will work the Sunday test session. 
SECOND THURSDAY OF JULY: Maki announced that there will be no meeting in July. The expectation is that there will hopefully be a field trip of some type. In the event that comes about, information will be sent over via the Reflector.
CLUB JUNK: Maki brought in a box of items from the old repeater site at Jim Claxton’s WD4PDP home, and the items will be sold at the hamfest. Of course, attending members got the first shot at the items after the meeting.
COOKIE MONSTER: Gary was a first time Cookie Monster, and he did a fine job of it. His cookies were tasty, and he actually packed the sodas in a large insulated container with ice. JoAnna also made cookies for the club, and they all went fast. Mike KE4ER will be the August Cookie Monster.
DOOR PRIZES: Gary, Debra, Lee and Pat all won prizes; which included a personal care kit, miniature robot that serves as a audio splitter and is on a keychain, World Trade Tower souvenir and electronic solitaire toy.
